PROFILE OF PROFESSOR BOLATITO LANRE-ABASS (ENGLISH VERSION)

Professor Bolatito Lanre-Abass is an academic in the Department of Philosophy at the University of
Ibadan, Nigeria. She began her academic career as a Philosophy Lecturer at the University of Ibadan
on February 1, 2000, and has since accumulated 24 years of professional experience in teaching,
research, and administration. Professor Lanre-Abass has served on many boards and committees at the

University of Ibadan and has held leadership roles in several of the university's units.

Professor Lanre-Abass served as the Admissions Officer for the Department of Philosophy from 2006
to 2008 and as the Examination Officer from 2012 to 2014. She later became the Postgraduate
Coordinator in the Department of Philosophy from 2016 to 2020, and then served as Head of
Department from July 31, 2020, to August 1, 2022. Currently, Professor Lanre-Abass is the external
examiner for undergraduate students at Osun State University, Ikire, Osun State; Obafemi Awolowo
University, lle-1fe; and Olabisi Onabanjo University, Ago-lwoye, Ogun State, Nigeria. Her teaching
and research focus on contemporary ethical and epistemological issues that affect women's experiences,

and she has published internationally and locally in these areas.

Her academic achievements earned her an Erasmus Mundus scholarship to study in Sweden and the
Netherlands, where she graduated with a Master’s degree in Bioethics in 2009. She also received a
grant from the Department of International Development (DFID), University of Birmingham, United
Kingdom, for research on the Relationships between Values, Religious Teachings, and Development

Concepts under the Religion and Development Research Programme in June 2009.

She holds a Bachelor’s degree in Philosophy from Obafemi Awolowo University, Ile-1fe, Nigeria,
which she obtained in 1992, and completed her Master’s degree in the same field from the same
university in 1999. Her Ph.D. in philosophy was awarded by the University of Ibadan in 2005. Her
areas of specialization include Ethics, Epistemology, Bioethics, Feminist Philosophy, Contemporary
Issues in Philosophy, and African Philosophy. She also holds a combined master’s degree in Applied
Ethics from the University of Utrecht in the Netherlands and Link&ping University in Sweden, as well

as a diploma in Research Ethics from the University of Maryland, Baltimore, USA. Her Ph.D. focuses



on Feminist Epistemology. She has authored over forty publications and has participated in numerous

conferences and workshops across Africa and other continents.

Professor Lanre-Abass’s academic and community service efforts benefit gender and sustainable
development goals, addressing issues related to women’s health, poverty alleviation, women’s
leadership, biotechnology, and its impact on female reproductive technologies—particularly focusing
on the challenges faced by African women. She has made significant contributions to shaping gender
and interreligious dialogue, including delivering a lecture on “Philosophical identities and perception:
Where is the place of women?” to the faculty of Arts students at the University of Ibadan, Nigeria, on
February 2, 2022. Recently, as part of her contribution to gender discourse, she attended a workshop
on women’s full and meaningful participation in public and political life in Southwest Nigeria on July
30, 2024. This workshop aims to improve women’s political participation in Nigeria and advance their

transition from ‘Margins to Mainstream.’

In 2021, she served as the lead paper presenter at a conference organized by the Department of
Religious Studies at the University of Ibadan, where issues related to Bioethics were discussed. There,
she presented a paper on “Religion, Sanctity of Life and Nation Building.” She also delivered a paper
titled “Global Bioethics, Diversity and Inclusiveness: Issues in Informed Consent” at the 9th Annual
International Bioethics Forum organized by the Bioethics Society of Nigeria, held from December 6th

to 8th, 2023, as part of her efforts to contribute to bioethics discussions.

She has supervised well over two hundred undergraduate students and more than eighty postgraduate
students. She has graduated four Ph.D. students and currently supervises two more. Additionally, she
delivered a lecture as the then-departmental postgraduate coordinator to postgraduate students of the
Faculty of Arts on the “Ethics of Effective Supervision” on February 3, 2016. She was also a resource
person at the Faculty of Arts capacity-building workshop for academic staff, themed “Effective
Partnerships and Research Collaborations,” held from February 6 to 7, 2020, at the Faculty of Aurts,

University of Ibadan, Nigeria.



She was on sabbatical at Olabisi Onabanjo University, Ago Iwoye, where she served as a visiting
lecturer and received an award for her significant contributions to the field of philosophy and society
at large on July 24, 2019. Before that, she earned an award of excellence in teaching from the Faculty
of Arts, University of Ibadan, Nigeria, as the distinguished lecturer of the year in the Department of
Philosophy on May 1, 2014. She was also recognized for her efforts in advancing the National
Association of Philosophy Students (NAPS) at the University of Ibadan, receiving an award that

acknowledged her selfless dedication and contributions to the organization on December 20, 2021.

As part of her community service, she has made a significant impact on the lives of students in areas
that benefit them. She serves as the chairperson of the University of Ibadan Muslim Students' Advisory
Committee, where she presides over matters affecting the academic, social, and moral lives of Muslim
undergraduate students. She was a member of the University of Ibadan Postgraduate Committee for the
patenting of Ph.D. theses and a member of the Circle of Concerned African Women Theologians, where
issues relating to women’s lives are discussed. As a member of this Circle, she presented a paper on
“Gender-based violence in religiously pluralistic societies: The West African experience’ in Ghana in
2011. Similarly, she also presented a paper at the fifth Pan-African conference on “Transforming Faith
Communities into Safe Spaces: Conversations on Gender, Health, Religion and Empire in South Africa

in 2013.

Her extra-academic endeavour of tying the gown to town entails delivering lectures in places where
such lectures are usually of immense benefit and relevance to members of non-academic communities.
For instance, she has delivered lectures at various retreats organized by the Oyo State Community and
Social Development Agency, one of which was held on September 23, 2020. The retreat focused on
effective communication and interpersonal relationships in the workplace. Additionally, she presented
another lecture on leadership styles and skills for organizational peak performance at a retreat organized
by the same agency on December 14, 2017.

Professor Lanre-Abass is married to Dr Waheed Akinola Lanre ABASS, and they are blessed with four

lovely children.

La Professeure Bolatito Lanre-Abass est une universitaire au Département de philosophie de
I’Université d’Ibadan, Nigeria. Elle a entamé sa carriere académique en tant qu’enseignante en
philosophie a I’Université d’Ibadan le ler février 2000, accumulant ainsi 24 années d’expérience
professionnelle dans I’enseignement, la recherche et 1’administration. Elle a siégé a de nombreux

conseils et comités de 1’université et a occupé des postes de direction dans plusieurs unités.

Elle a été responsable des admissions du Département de philosophie de 2006 a 2008, puis responsable
des examens de 2012 a 2014. Elle a ensuite été coordinatrice des études de troisieme cycle de 2016 a
2020, avant de diriger le département du 31 juillet 2020 au ler aolt 2022. Actuellement, elle est
examinatrice externe pour les étudiants de premier cycle & 1’Université d’Etat d’Osun (lkire), a

I’Université Obafemi Awolowo (Ile-Ife), et & I’Université Olabisi Onabanjo (Ago-Iwoye, Etat d’Ogun).

Ses recherches et son enseignement portent sur les questions éthiques et épistémologiques
contemporaines affectant les expériences des femmes. Elle a publié localement et internationalement
dans ces domaines. Ses réalisations académiques lui ont valu une bourse Erasmus Mundus pour étudier
en Suede et aux Pays-Bas, ou elle a obtenu une maitrise en bioéthique en 2009. Elle a également recu
une subvention du Department for International Development (DFID), Université de Birmingham
(Royaume-Uni), pour une recherche sur les relations entre les valeurs, les enseignements religieux et

les concepts de développement.

Elle est titulaire d’un baccalauréat en philosophie (1992) et d’une maitrise dans la méme discipline
(1999) de I’Universit¢é Obafemi Awolowo, ainsi que d’un doctorat en philosophie de 1’Université
d’Ibadan (2005), ax¢é sur I’épistémologie féministe. Elle possede également une maitrise conjointe €n
éthique appliquée des Universités d’Utrecht (Pays-Bas) et de Linkoping (Suede), ainsi qu’un diplome
en éthique de la recherche de 1’Université du Maryland, Baltimore (Etats-Unis). Elle a publié plus de

quarante travaux et participé a de nombreuses conférences en Afrique et ailleurs.

Son engagement académique et communautaire soutient les objectifs de développement durable et de
genre, abordant des questions telles que la santé des femmes, la lutte contre la pauvreté, le leadership
féminin, la biotechnologie et ses effets sur les technologies reproductives féminines, en particulier les

défis rencontrés par les femmes africaines. Elle a contribué au dialogue interreligieux et sur le genre,



notamment par une conférence intitulée « ldentités et perceptions philosophiques : Quelle est la place

des femmes ? » le 2 février 2022 a I’Université d’Ibadan.

Elle a participé a un atelier sur la participation pleine et significative des femmes a la vie publique et
politique dans le sud-ouest du Nigeria, le 30 juillet 2024, visant a faire passer les femmes de la « marge
au centre ». En 2021, elle a présenté une communication principale sur « Religion, sacralité de la vie
et construction nationale » lors d’une conférence du Département des études religieuses de I’Université
d’Ibadan. Elle a également présenté « Bioéthique mondiale, diversité et inclusion : Questions de
consentement éclairé » au 9e Forum international annuel de bioéthique organisé par la Bioethics

Society of Nigeria du 6 au 8 décembre 2023.

Elle a encadré plus de deux cents étudiants de premier cycle et plus de quatre-vingts étudiants de
troisieme cycle, diplémé quatre doctorants et en supervise actuellement deux. Elle a donné une
conférence sur « L’éthique d’une supervision efficace » le 3 février 2016 et a été intervenante lors d’un

atelier de renforcement des capacités du personnel académique les 6 et 7 février 2020.

En 2019, elle a effectué un congé sabbatique a I’Université Olabisi Onabanjo, ou elle a recu un prix
pour ses contributions a la philosophie et a la société. Elle a également regu un prix d’excellence en
enseignement en 2014 et un prix pour son engagement envers 1’ Association nationale des étudiants en

philosophie (NAPS) en 2021.

Dans le cadre de son service communautaire, elle préside le comité consultatif des étudiants musulmans
de I’Université d’Ibadan, traitant des questions académiques, sociales et morales. Elle a ét¢ membre du
comité de brevetage des théses de doctorat et du Cercle des femmes théologiennes africaines
préoccupées, ou elle a présenté des travaux sur les violences basées sur le genre dans les sociétés
religieusement pluralistes (Ghana, 2011) et sur la transformation des communautés de foi en espaces
sirs (Afrique du Sud, 2013).

Son engagement extra-académique vise a relier le monde universitaire a la société civile. Elle a donné
des conférences lors de retraites organisées par I’Agence de développement communautaire et social
de I’Etat d’Oyo, notamment sur la communication efficace (23 septembre 2020) et sur le leadership
organisationnel (14 décembre 2017). La Professeure Lanre-Abass est mariee au Dr Waheed Akinola

Lanre ABASS, et ils ont quatre enfants.
